Sadly, there is no fair
any longer, but | am sure that the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee celebrations on the cricket
field will be joyful ones and anyone who wishes to come to the service of Thanksgiving
at St Peters on their way to the cricket field at 11.30am will be very welcome.

Other than this exciting addition, the church continues to be open every day, normally
from somewhere between 8.30am and 9.00am in the morning until around 7.00pm for
private prayer or just for a quiet place to sit.

The Community Orchard is ... pink all over; well not quite but we
have moved from the glorious sunny yellow of the daffodils and
cowslips to shades of pink and white of the apple and pear.
Blossom time in the Community Orchard has been a wonderful
occasion to sit and enjoy the view with the plum and quince
starting off the show (unfortunately a sharp frost in late April
caught a few of the trees) and then the apple and pears joined the
dance with branches laden with blossom blowing in the breeze.

Work has started on tidying up the rose hedge, the protective wire fence being removed
and the long grasses cut back to enable mulching of the bushes. A small willow frame
has appeared to encourage the wild honeysuckle to climb, rather than ramble along the
ground, and the willow slips placed in the wet ground by the pond appear to have taken.
The pathways through the site have been re-established with regular mowing — we
would politely ask visitors to try to keep to the paths to prevent damage to the flowers
and grasses. Talking of which reminds me that | spotted some quaking grass just this
morning — the seeds were donated when the rewilding scheme started and sown last
autumn. Hopefully these will the first of many new grasses that will appear.

The herb bed at the top of the site has been planted up but Benjamin Bunny and his
furry friends seem determined to eat not just their supper, but also their breakfast, and
seem particularly fond of sage and fennel. | am convinced that they are also getting help
from ‘Bambi’ and his cousins. There are some who might say that this will improve their
flavour when caught and casseroled but | couldn’t possibly comment!

The prolonged dry spell has meant that regular watering of not only the flower and herb
beds has been necessary, despite planting up with drought tolerant plants, but also the
freshly planted trees especially the ornamental Japanese cherry. | was delighted to see
that the scented geraniums planted in tubs by Snowy’s seat have started to flower
whilst the two different mints by the original bench are flourishing — do take a gentle
rub of the leaves and enjoy the refreshing smell when next you visit the Orchard.

It is wonderful to see that several new members have taken up the
challenge to work on an allotment of their own recently, and | can see
encouraging signs of activity. A few sheds have been erected to offer
protection and a degree of comfort for plot holders in inclement
weather, besides being a storage area for tools.

Many people have worked tirelessly during the early part of spring to
redesign their plots, till the soil and plant out some early vegetables. Unfortunately,
April was a very dry month with little rainfall, and the plots are in dire need of sustained
and steady rain. | noticed that the lower plots of the allotments had some moisture, but
those further up the hill towards the main road had soil akin to almost concrete! Thank
goodness most of the plot holders had enriched their soil with organic matter in the
autumn to improve conditions.

Some of the newly acquired plots have been fenced in already. This helps to deter wild
life from eating the young leaves. Several new tenants have decided to lay down some
sturdy plastic sheeting and place wooden raised beds on top. More cages have been
erected to protect fruit and young plants. Broad beans, potatoes, leeks, onions,
tomatoes, strawberries and rhubarb are growing well, with some protected by volumes
of fleece which allows the rain and sunshine through. The Ukrainian Street Fighter
stands ready to guard the plots and colourful bunting flapping in the breeze will most
certainly deter the birds.

It was with regret that | decided to vacate my plot at Easter. | have valued the friendly
and supportive atmosphere of others during my time as a tenant and will miss working
in such a beautiful area with outstanding views of the hills in the distance. | will enjoy
sitting quietly in the orchard though and encourage you to do the same!
